Rezumatul activitatii si a rezultatelor obtinute in subprogram in anul 2024

TEORIA SI METODOLOGIA MONITORIZARII SI DEZVOLTARII CONTINUE
SI CICLICE A CURRICULUMULUI SCOLAR
(denumirea subprogramului)

Monitorizarea curriculumului scolar face parte din ansamblul de politici curriculare.
Monitorizarea are menirea de a oferi cadrelor didactice — monitori si cercetatorilor stiintifici
modalitati de identificare si fixare a partilor vulnerabile ale curricula la disciplinele scolare, dar si
de stabilire a cauzelor ce provoaca aceste vulnerabilitati. Monitorizarea curriculumului scolar in
functie are 1n vedere: monitorizarea curriculumului scris/ proiectat (numai ca sursa de stabilire a
criteriilor de monitorizare); monitorizarea curriculumului predat-invatat-evaluat (a procesului
realizat in baza curriculumului scris); monitorizarea impactului, inclusiv la nivelul dezvoltarii
personalitatii al elevilor (dimensiunea psihologicd); monitorizarea factorilor ce influenteaza
asupra functionarii curriculumului scolar (dimensiunea sociologica).

Accentul se pune pe monitorizarea functionalitatii curriculumului la disciplina (programa la
disciplina scolard), manualelor si altor produse curriculare, dar si pe metodologiile aplicate de
cadre didactice la lectii. Instrumentul de baza a metodologiei de monitorizare a curriculumului
scolar este Registrul de monitorizare a curriculumului in functie. Registrul de monitorizare a
curriculumului asigura Inregistrarea datelor/ informatiilor la nivelul clasei de elevi de cétre cadrele
didactice — monitori.

Rezultate teoretice: (1) Abordarea curriculumului scolar ca obiect al monitorizarii continue a
functionalitatii acestui construct din perspectiva sistemicd (componentele curriculare se afla in
permanenta conexiune si interdependentd); abordarea sistemica a curriculumului scolar genereaza
si abordare sistemicd a procesului de monitorizare a acestuia; abordarea paradigmatica a
curriculumului scolar care se axeaza pe afirmarea rolului prioritar al finalitatilor exprimate 1n
formd de competente, genereaza un sistem de indicatori orientat la monitorizarea impactului
curriculumului scris asupra performantelor elevilor. (2) Conceptualizarea monitorizarii continue a
curriculumului scolar ca model pedagogic axat pe realizarea conexiunii inverse la nivel individual,
institutional si national. (3) Crearea unui profil al cadrului didactic — monitor cu functii
complementare de colectare a datelor (informatiilor despre functionalitatea si relevanta
curriculumului scris si predat) care, la randul lor, devin sursele de realizare a conexiunii inverse la
nivel personal, institutional si national.

Rezultate metodologice: (1) Elaborarea strategiei de monitorizare continud a curriculumului
scolar care include urmatoarele etape: planificarea monitorizarii, realizarea monitorizarii,
prelucrarea informatiei, generalizarea informatiei si oferirea de solutii. (2) Elaborarea unui
sistem de indicatori si a instrumentarului de realizare a procesului de monitorizare a curriculumului
scris, Registrul de monitorizare curriculard, fiind instrumentul de baza.

Rezultate ce tin de formarea si implicarea resurselor umane: (1) Au fost formate si pregatite
grupuri-tintd de cadre didactice — monitori, experimentatori pentru fiecare disciplina scolara. (2)
Cadrele didactice — monitori sunt formati atat din perspectiva viitorilor conceptori de curricula,
cat si din perspectiva formarii ca cercetatori stiintifici.

Rezultatele in forma de publicatii: Au fost publicate 24 articole in reviste stiintifice; 23 articole
in materialele conferintelor stiintifice nationale si internationale; 8 alte lucrari.
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Monitoring the school curriculum is part of the set of curricular policies. Monitoring is intended
to provide teachers - monitors and scientific researchers with ways to identify and fix the
vulnerable parts of the curricula in school subjects, but also to establish the causes that cause these
vulnerabilities. Monitoring the school curriculum in function takes into account the following:
monitoring the written/designed curriculum (only as a source for establishing monitoring criteria);
monitoring the taught-learned-evaluated curriculum (of the process carried out based on the
written curriculum); monitoring the impact, including at the level of students’ personality
development (psychological dimension); monitoring the factors that influence the functioning of
the school curriculum (sociological dimension).

The emphasis is on monitoring the functionality of curriculum in the discipline (school subject
syllabus), textbooks and other curricular products, but also on the methodologies applied by
teachers in lessons. The basic tool of the school curriculum monitoring methodology is the
Curriculum Monitoring Register in function. The Curriculum Monitoring Register ensures the
recording of data/information at the students’ class level by teachers - monitors.

Theoretical Results: (1) Approaching the school curriculum as an object of continuous monitoring
of the functionality of this construct from a systemic perspective (curricular components are in
permanent connection and interdependence); the systemic approach to the school curriculum also
generates a systemic approach to its monitoring process; the paradigmatic approach to the school
curriculum that focuses on affirming the priority role of the outcomes expressed in the form of
competences, generates a system of indicators oriented to monitoring the impact of written
curriculum on students’ performance. (2) Conceptualizing the continuous monitoring of school
curriculum as a pedagogical model focused on achieving the reverse connection at the individual,
institutional and national levels. (3) Creating a profile of the teacher - monitor with complementary
functions of collecting data (information about the functionality and relevance of written and
taught curriculum) which, in turn, become the sources of achieving the reverse connection at the
personal, institutional and national levels.

Methodological Results: (1) Development of a strategy for continuous monitoring of the school
curriculum, which includes the following stages: planning monitoring, carrying out monitoring,
processing information, generalizing information and providing solutions. (2) Development of a
system of indicators and tools for carrying out the process of monitoring the written curriculum,
the Curricular Monitoring Register being the basic tool.

Results Related to Human Resources Training and Involvement: (1) Target groups of teachers
— monitors, experimenters were formed and prepared for each school subject. (2) Teachers —
monitors are trained both from the perspective of future curriculum designers and from the
perspective of training as scientific researchers.

Results in Publications Form: 24 articles in scientific journals; 23 articles in the materials of
national and international scientific conferences; 8 other works.
