Rezumatul annual (2023) al activitatii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect din cadrul

Proiectul: Patrimoniul muzeal si memoria istorica: cercetare, interpretare, prezentare

Echipa alcatuitd din 23 cercetdori ai MNIM, in cadrul proiectului ,,Patrimoniul muzeal si
memoria istoricd: cercetare, interpretare, prezentare” (cifrul.80009.0807.43), in anul 2023 au
continuat valorificarea stiintificad si publicd a patrimoniu muzeal in confirmitate cu scopul
propus.

Au fost realizate cercetari privind patrimoniul arheologic, numismatic, documentar si de arta,
din colectiile MNIM, dar si din cadrul altor institutii din tara si de peste hotare.

Cercetatori din cadrul proiectului au realizat documentari stiintifice la Universitatea Lumiere
Lyon; Institutul German de Arheologie-Berlin; Universitatea Libera din Berlin; Universitatea
A. Mickiewicz de la Poznan; Archiwum Gtéowne Akt Dawnych si Bibloteka Kornicka din
Polonia.

Pe parcursul anului, membrii proiectului au particiapt in echipe de cercetare la trei santiere
arheologice de talie internationald si la un santier arheologic national.

Cu sprijinul echipei de cercetdtori au fost reabilitate 20 de loturi de ceramica arheologica,
datate in perioada eneoliticului (mil. V-IV 1. Hr.) si evul mediu, provenite din sapaturi
arheologice realizate Tn anii 1950-1980 si parvenite in colectiile MNIM de la fostul Muzeu de
Arheologie si Etnografie al ASM.

In contextul inventarierii patrimoniului arheologic si dezvoltitii Bazei de date digitale a
MNIM, membrii proiectului au elaborat 757 de fise analitice de evidentd si de punerea in
valaore a pieselor de patrimpniu national.

In scopul implementirii prevederilor legale de clasare a patrimoniului cultural, membrii
echipei de cercetare au clasat 618 de bunuri culturale sau 13 dosare de promovare a
acestor bunuri, de catre Ministerul Culturii in categoria de Tezaur national a unor loturi de
piese arheologice si istorice din colectiile MNIM.

De asemnea au fost completate colectiile de patrimoniul ale MNIM cu 780 de exponate noi,
de piese arheologice si istorice, majoritatea acestea fiind susceptibile pentru clasare si
includeree in Fondul comun al Patrimoniului National Mobil.

Totodata, prin implicarea directd a membrilor echipei de cerectare, au fost achizitionate in
colectiile MNIM doua piese de patrimoniu national de top: un tun de unicat din fontd din timpul
domniei lui Stefan cel Mare (de la Grinduti-Moldova), o barca monoxild din lemn din perioada
medievala (de la Puhoceni).

In contextul cercetarilor realizate au fost restaurate 280 de piese de patrimoniu arheologic din
colectiile MNIM (monede, sigilii, unelte si arme din argint, bronz si plumb, vase ceramice).
Au fost organizate si desfasurate 7 manifestari stiintifice: 2 conferinte nationale cu participare
internationald; 1 simpozion national cu participare internationald; 1 masa rotunda; 1 colocviu;
2 seminare stiintifico-pracatice nationale:

Pe parcursul anului 2023 au fost reactualizate si semnate 12 acorduri de colaborare (inclusiv,
cu 3 institutii muzeale din Romania, Polonia si Republica Moldova; 4 centre academice si
universitare din Romania; 2 galerii de artad si 3 ambasade straine.

Membrii proiectului au organizat si vernisat 10 expozitii tematice si 11 mini-expozitii din
seria Exponatul lunii, in cadrul MNIM.



Membrii echipei din cadrul Proiectului au participat cu rapoarte, comunicari si postere,
prezentind 92 comunicari stiintifice, inclusiv: 30 (35%) peste hotare (Romania, Georgia,
Bulgaria, Italia, Ungaria, Ucraina, Austria, Polonia), 6 (7%) internationale in Republica
Moldova, 33(36%) nationale cu participare internationala si 23 (25%) nationale.

in total au fost publicate 108 de lucriri, cu un volum de cca 110 c.a.
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2023, continued the scientific and public development of the museum heritage within the
Project “Museum Heritage and Historical Memory: Research, Interpretation, Presentation”
(number 80009.0807.43) in accordance with the proposed goal.

Research was carried out on the archaeological, numismatic, documentary and art heritage
objects from the collections of the NMHM, as well as from other institutions in the country
and abroad.

Researchers within the project made scientific documentations at Lumiére University Lyon;
German Institute of Archaeology Berlin; Free University of Berlin; A. Mickiewicz University
in Poznan; The Institute of Archeology of the Romanian Academy, lasi branch; Archiwum
Gtowne Akt Dawnych and Bibloteka Kornicka in Poland.

During the year, the project members participated in research teams at three international
archaeological excavations and one national archaeological excavation.

Through the efforts of the research team, 20 lots of archaeological pottery of the Eneolithic
period (5th-4th millennia BC) and the Middle Ages, originated from archaeological
excavations carried out in 1950-1980 and transferred to he NMHM holdings from the former
Museum of Archeology and Ethnography of the ASM, were recovered.

In the context of the archaeological heritage inventory and the development of the NMHM
digital database, the members of the project developed 757 analytical cards for recording and
assessing national heritage objects

In order to implement the legal provisions for the classification of cultural heritage by the
Ministry of Culture, the members of the research team developed 618 files for the classification
of archaeological and historical objects from the NMHM collections into the category of
National Treasury.

The NMHM's collections were also replenished with 780 new exhibits, archaeological and
historical pieces, most of which are subject to classification and inclusion in the Common Fund
of Movable National Heritage.

At the same time, through the direct involvement of the members of the research team, two
important objects of national heritage were acquired in the NMHM collections: a unique cast-
iron cannon from the reign of Stephen the Great (from Grinauti-Moldova) and a medieval
wooden monoxyl boat (from Puhoceni).

As part of the research, 280 objects of archaeological heritage from the collections of the
NMHM were restored (coins, seals, silver, bronze and lead tools and weapons, ceramic
vessels).

7 scientific events were organized and held: 2 republican conferences with international
participation; 1 national symposium with international participation; 1 round table; 1
colloguium; 2 republican scientific and practical seminars.

During 2023, 12 cooperation agreements were updated and signed (including with 3 museum
institutions from Romania, Poland and the Republic of Moldova; 4 academic and university
centers from Romania; 2 art galleries and 3 foreign embassies).



Project participants organized and opened 10 thematic exhibitions and 11 mini-exhibitions
from the Exhibit of the Month series, as part of museum work.
Project team members participated with reports, communications and posters at 92
scientific events, including: 30 (35%) abroad (Romania, Georgia, Bulgaria, Italy, Hungary,
Ukraine, Austria, Poland), 6 (7%) international ones in the Republic of Moldova, 33 (36%)
national conferences with international participation and 23 (25%) national ones.
The research results were included in the scientific circulation through publishing of
3 monographs (about 15,5 author’s sheets);
1 monograph chapter (about 12,25 author’s sheets);
2 collections of studies and articles (about 12 author’s sheets of the project members);
1 catalog (about 14 author’s sheets);
62 scientific articles (about 52.0 author’s sheets), including 10 (about 9.0 author’s sheets)
in journals from the Scopus database; 5 (about 4.5 author’s sheets) in recognized foreign
magazines; 18 (about 17 author’s sheets) in category B magazines; 1 (about 0.5 author’s
sheets) in other national magazines; 3 (about 3.0 author’s sheets) in collections of articles and
studies (abroad); 22 (about 15.0 author’s sheets) in collections published in the Republic of
Moldova; 3 articles (about 4 author’s sheets) in international conference proceedings;
39 scientific abstracts (about 3.0 author’s sheets), including 6 ones (about 0.3 author’s
sheets) in collections of abstracts of international conferences reports (abroad); 5 ones (about
0.3 author’s sheets) in collections of abstracts of international conferences reports (RM); 25
ones (about 2.0 author’s sheets) in collections of abstracts of national scientific conferences
with international participation.
2 issues of the Tyragetia journal (category B) have been published, containing more than 46
studies (about 16 author’s sheets of project participants), articles and reviews from the country
and abroad (Romania, Belarus, Germany, Ukraine, etc.).

In total, 108 works were published, with a volume of about 110 author’s sheets.
