Rezumatul activitatii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect perioada 2020-2023

Cercetarea si valorificarea patrimoniului arheologic medieval

Rezumat in limba romana

Proiectul Cercetarea si valorificarea patrimoniului arheologic medieval din Republica Moldova
este implementat sub egida Universitatii Pedagogice de Stat ,,Jon Creanga” din Chisindu de o
echipa formata din 7 cercetdtori specializati in arheologia medievala si stiinte conexe arheologiei.
Scopul proiectului este valorificarea patrimoniului arheologic medieval al Republicii Moldova.

Pe parcursul celor patru de activitate echipa proiectului a reusit sa publice 5 monografii, 2 culegeri
de studii, 41 de articole publicate in reviste acreditate/incluse in Baze de Date internationale, 4
capitole din monografii colective, 88 de rezumate ale comunicarilor la conferinte nationale si
internationale etc. Totodatd, in cadrul proiectului au fost realizate doud conferinte stiintifice
internationale dedicate patrimoniului arheologic medieval, una in anul 2021 si alta in anul 2023.

Tn ambele cazuri, materialele conferintelor au fost publicate in doud culegere de studii (2022 si
2023).

Trecand peste dificultdtile impuse de pandemie, de reducerile bugetare si de alte circumstante,
echipa proiectului a reusit sd realizeze cu succes acest proiect. Publicatiile si comunicarile
stiintifice sunt o dovada clard a acestor reusite:

1. Prin intermediul proiectului au fost valorificate si publicate integral rezultatele cercetarilor
arheologice din asezarile de la Hansca si Petruca;

2. Sistematizarea, analiza si publicarea majoritatii descoperirilor arheologice privind
mormintele turanicilor tarzii din spatiul pruto-nistrean;

3. Cercetarile privind castelul Soroca sunt o dovada in plus a importantei acestei fortificatii
de hotar medievale si necesitatea protejdrii lui adecvate;

4. Valorificarea resurselor arheologice si cercetarea unor teme inedite sau putin cunoscute
privind modul de viata, regimul alimentar, structura antropologica etc. a comunitatilor
medievale din regiunile carpato-nistrene.

Totodata, remarcam faptul ca echipa proiectului a participat la elaborarea catorva proiecte cu
finantare europeana, iar in prezent este parte a altor echipe internationale privind alte doud proiecte
pentru noua runda a programului Horizon. Aceste initiative vor asigura continuitatea cercetarilor
noastre Th domeniul arheologiei medievale.




English Summary

The project Research and valorisation of the medieval archaeological heritage of the Republic
of Moldova is implemented under the State Pedagogical University "lon Creanga™ in Chisinau
by a team of 7 scholars, specializing in medieval archaeology and other disciplines. The project
goal is to capitalize on the medieval archaeological heritage of the Republic of Moldova.

During the four years of activity, the project team managed to publish 5 monographs, 2
collections of studies, 41 articles published in accredited journals/included in international
databases, 4 chapters from collective monographs, 88 summaries of communications at national
conferences and international, etc. At the same time, two international scientific conferences
dedicated to medieval archaeological heritage were held within the project, one in 2021 and
another in 2023. In both cases, the conference proceedings were published in two collections of
studies (2022 and 2023).

Overcoming the difficulties imposed by the pandemic, budget cuts, and other circumstances,
the project team was able to complete this project. Scientific publications and communications
are clear evidence of these achievements:

1. Through the project, the results of the archaeological research from the Hansca and
Petruca settlements were utilized and fully published;

2. Systematization, analysis and publication of the majority of archaeological discoveries
regarding the tombs of the late Turanians in the Pruto-Dnistrian space;

3. Research on Soroca Castle is further proof of the importance of this medieval border
fortification and the need for its adequate protection;

4. The exploitation of archaeological resources and the research of new or little-known
themes regarding the way of life, the diet, the anthropological structure, etc. of the
medieval communities in the Carpatho-Dniester regions.

At the same time, we note that the project team participated in the development of several
projects with European funding, and is currently part of other international teams regarding two
other projects for the new round of the Horizon program. These initiatives will ensure the
continuity of our research in the field of medieval archaeology.
