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Proiectul Cercetarea si valorificarea patrimoniului arheologic medieval din Republica Moldova
este implementat sub egida Universitatii Pedagogice de Stat ,,Jon Creangd” din Chisinau de o
echipa formata din 7 cercetdtori specializati in arheologia medievala si stiinte conexe arheologiei.
Scopul proiectului este valorificarea patrimoniului arheologic medieval al Republicii Moldova.
Tn total, in anul 2023 membrii echipei de implementare a proiectului au realizat 30 de publicatii,
dintre care 2 monografii, 1 culegere de studii, 1 capitol intr-o monografie colectiva, 10 articole in
reviste acreditate si culegeri de studii. Totodata, pe parcursul anului 2023 membrii echipei au
participat si prezentat 16 comunicari la conferinte stiintifice din Republica Moldova si peste hotare
cu publicarea rezumatelor, dintre care 5 comunicari la conferinte internationale, 5 la conferinte cu
participare internationald si 6 comunicari la conferinte nationale. Practic numarul participarilor la
conferinte in anul 2023 a fost de doud mai mare decat a fost planificat initial. La fel, a fost depasit
cu 30% si numarul articolelor stiintifice realizate si publicate n anul 2023.

Publicatiile si comunicarile stiintifice realizate In anul 2023 in cadrul proiectului nostru sunt
dovezi ale implementarii obiectivelor trasate pentru acest an:

1. Monografia dedicata asezarii medievale timpurii Hansca este una din cele mai mari reusite
ale proiectului. Deoarece asezarea de la Hansca a fost cel mai bine cercetata, dar un studiu
monografic care ar cuprinde toate rezultatele a lipsit pana acum;

2. Publicarea celei de-a treia monografii dedicate descoperirilor arheologice privind
mormintele turanicilor tarzii din spatiul pruto-nistrean prezintd practic tabloul integra al
vestigiilor arheologice cunoscute pana an prezent pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova;

3. Cercetarile privind castelul Soroca sunt o dovada in plus a importantei acestei fortificatii
de hotar medievale si necesitatea protejarii lui adecvate, care merita sd fie continuate si
publicate Tntr-un studiu monografic;

4. Valorificarea resurselor arheologice si cercetarea unor teme inedite sau putin cunoscute
privind modul de viatd, regimul alimentar, structura antropologica etc. a comunitatilor
medievale din regiunile carpato-nistrene.

Totodata, remarcam faptul ca echipa proiectului a participat la elaborarea catorva proiecte cu
finantare europeand, iar in prezent participdm la elaborarea altor doud proiecte pentru noua runda
a programului Horizon. Aceste initiative vor asigura continuitatea cercetarilor noastre in domeniul
arheologiei medievale. Astfel, consideram ca rezultatele anului 2023 completeaza sirul de actiuni
realizate cu succes In cadrul proiectului, ce ne face sa sustinem implementarea obiectivelor
propuse.
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The project Research and Valorization of the Medieval Archaeological Heritage of the
Republic of Moldova is implemented under the State Pedagogical University "lon Creanga™ in
Chisinau by a team of 7 scholars, specializing in medieval archaeology and other disciplines.
The project goal is to capitalize on the medieval archaeological heritage of the Republic of
Moldova.

In 2023 the members of the project implementation team produced 30 publications, including
2 monographs, 1 collection of studies, 1 chapter in a collective monograph, 10 articles in
accredited journals, and collections of studies. At the same time, during the year 2023, the team
members participated and presented 16 communications at scientific conferences in the
Republic of Moldova and abroad with the publication of abstracts, of which 5 communications
at international conferences, 5 at conferences with international participation, and 6
communications at national conferences. Practically, the number of conference participants in
2023 was twice as high as originally planned. Similarly, the number of scientific articles
produced and published in 2023 was exceeded by 30%.

The publications and scientific communications made in 2023 within the framework of our
project are proof of the implementation of the goals set for this year:

1. The monograph dedicated to the early medieval Hansca settlement is one of the project's
greatest successes. The Hansca settlement has been the best researched, but a monographic
study that would include all the results has been missing so far;

2. The publication of the third monograph dedicated to the archaeological discoveries
concerning the tombs of the late Turanians from the Pruto-Dniester space practically presents
the complete picture of the archaeological remains known up to now on the territory of the
Republic of Moldova,;

3. Research on the Soroca castle is further proof of the importance of this medieval border
fortification and the need for its adequate protection, which deserves to be continued and
published in a monographic study;

4. The exploitation of archaeological resources and the research of new or little-known themes
regarding the way of life, the diet, the anthropological structure, etc. of the medieval
communities in the Carpatho-Dniester regions.

At the same time, we note that the project team participated in the development of several
projects with European funding, and we are currently participating in the development of two
other projects for the new round of the Horizon program. These initiatives will ensure the
continuity of our research in the field of medieval archaeology. Thus, we consider that the
results of 2023 complete the series of actions successfully carried out within the project, which
makes us support the implementation of the proposed objectives.
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
