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Scopul, obiectivele si rezultatele preconizate in cadrul proiectului Dimensiunea identitara a
artelor din Republica Moldova ca factor activ al dezvoltarii durabile a societdtii in contextul
dialogului intercultural european, 20.80009.1606.12 din cadrul Programului de Stat (2020-2023),
au fost pe deplin indeplinite. S-au obtinut cunostinte noi in domeniul patrimoniului artistic
autohton prin prisma identitate-interculturalitate cu definirea componentelor identitare
fundamentale ale culturii artistice nationale; un valoros suport stiintific privind comprehensiunea
rolului artelor in promovarea dimensiunii identitare in contextul diversitatii culturale si aspiratiilor
europene ale Republicii Moldova; strategii de protejare si promovare a patrimoniului artistic cu
valente identitare si de prezervare a memoriei culturale prin operele de artd contemporana; a fost
determinat impactul artelor asupra transformarilor calitative in cultura spirituala a societatii.

S-au elaborat suporturi stiintifico-aplicative si metodologice noi in domeniul studierii artelor
vizuale (arte plastice, arte decorative, sculptura, arhitecturd) si celor audiovizuale (muzica, teatru,
film si TV); instrumente stiintifice imbunatatite, optimizate si modernizate privind studierea,
conservarea, salvgardarea si promovarea patrimoniului artistic prin monografii, studii, articole,
dictionare, repertorii, registre de evidentd actualizate ale patrimoniului artistic national, precum si
baze de date bibliografice: discografii, filmografii, spectacologii etc.

Rezultatele proiectului au fost valorificate in 15 monografii, inclusiv una editatd in strainatate, si
n 629 studii si articole, publicate in reviste SCOPUS, nationale si din strainatate, in culegeri de
studii stiintifice, materialele conferintelor nationale si internationale, in reviste si publicatii de
popularizare, dintre care: 150 in reviste nationale si internationale, 31 in culegeri stiintifice, 190 in
materialele conferintelor nationale si internationale, 258 de teze/rezumate la conferinte stiintifice
atat din tard, cat si de peste hotare, si sustinute tot atdtea comunicari in cadrul manifestarilor
stiintifice; 96 de articole de popularizare a stiintei.

Rezultatele proiectului constituie o solida baza stiintifica, analiticd de sinteza, care vor acoperi
petele albe din evolutia artelor nationale si vor completa fondul Patrimoniului National.
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The aim, objectives and expected results of the project The identity dimension of arts in the
Republic of Moldova as an active factor of sustainable development of society in the context of
European intercultural dialogue, 20.80009.1606.12 within the State Program (2020-2023), were
fully accomplished. New knowledge was obtained in the field of autochthonous artistic heritage
through the prism of identity-interculturality with the defining of the fundamental identity
components of the national artistic culture; a valuable scientific support regarding the
understanding of the role of the arts in promoting the identity dimension in the context of cultural
diversity and European aspirations of the Republic of Moldova was created; strategies for
protecting and promoting the artistic heritage with identity valences and for preserving cultural
memory through contemporary art works were outlined; the impact of the arts on qualitative
transformations in the spiritual culture of society was determined.

New scientific-applicative and methodological guidelines were developed in the field of studying
visual arts (plastic arts, decorative arts, sculpture, architecture) and audio-visual ones (music,
theatre, film and TV); scientific tools were improved, optimized and modernized regarding the
study, preservation, safeguarding and promotion of the artistic heritage in monographs, studies,
articles, dictionaries, repertoires, updated registers of the national artistic heritage, as well as
bibliographic databases: discographies, filmographies, performances, etc.

The results of the project are contained in 15 monographs, including one published abroad, and in
629 studies and articles, published in national and foreign SCOPUS journals, in collections of
scientific studies, in national and international conference proceedings, in popularization
magazines and publications, of which: 150 in national and international journals, 31 in scientific
collections, 180 in national and international conference proceedings, 258 theses/abstracts at
scientific conferences both in the country and abroad, and the same number of presentations at
scientific events; 96 articles of science popularization.
