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Cercetdrile realizate in anul 2023 au fost axate pe diseminarea rezultatelor proiectului si
asigurarea transferului de cunostinte in materie de achizitii publice durabile in Republica Moldova.
Aceasta va contribui la transferul accentul achizitiilor publice de la avantajele economice imediate,
spre componenta de durabilitate, care vor genera beneficii nu doar pentru autoritati, ci si pentru
societate. Achizitiile publice durabile pot fi transformate de catre autoritatile publice, atat centrale,
cat si locale, intr-o parghie strategica pentru a avansa in realizarea Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare
Durabila.

Pentru realizarea primului obiectiv privind formularea de concluzii generale si
recomandari privind cresterea ponderii achizitiilor durabile in valoarea achizitiilor publice la nivel
central si local au fost elaborate Propuneri de politici privind implementarea unui cadru legislativ
solid si coerent, care sd promoveze achizitiile publice durabile in toate sectoarele si institutiile
publice.

Realizarea obiectivului privind recomandarea instrumentelor pentru implementarea
sistemului de achizitii publice sustenabile la nivelul autoritatilor publice locale si centrale, precum
si afacerile privat se concretizeaza in formularea de propuneri pentru imbunatatirea Conceptului
proiectului Hotararii de Guvern privind achizitiile publice durabile publicat pe data de 20.10.2023
si crearea unui fundament solid pentru impulsionarea autoritatilor/ entitatilor contractante in
aplicarea criteriilor de durabilitate in procesul de achizitie si s-a materializat in Nota de propuneri
la Concept prezentata si publicata.

Pentru diseminarea si facilitarea schimbului de experienta si informatii privind cresterea
ponderii achizitiilor durabile in valoarea achizitiilor publice la nivel central si local in Republica
Moldova a fost organizata a IV-a editie a Simpozionului Stiintifico-Practic cu participare
Internationald ”Achizitii Publice Durabile: Provocéri si Oportunitati”, USM, 23-24 iunie 2023. O
alta activitate de diseminare a fost desfasurarea atelierului de valorificare a rezultatelor cercetarii
organizat in parteneriat cu Centrul de Studii Europene, din cadrul Universitatii ”Stefan cel Mare”
din Suceava, Romania.

Rezultatele cercetdrii s-au materializat prin publicarea a 10 lucrari stiintifice in reviste
stiintifice internationale, inclusiv indexate in baze de date internationale, 28 de participari la
manifestdri stiintifice nationale si internationale. Rezultatele cercetdrilor au fost prezentate la
concursuri si expozitii de produse ale activitatii stiintifice, obtindnd 6 medalii.

Pentru sensibilizarea opiniei publice, dar si pentru Incurajarea actiunilor comune ale
autoritatilor publice, ale operatorilor economic si autoritatilor contractante privind beneficiile si
necesitatea achizitiilor publice sustenabile au elaborate 5 Infografice, organizate doud cluburi de
presa.

In cadrul Conferintei de totalizare a rezultatelor proiectului au fost stabilite noi directii de
continuare a cercetarii.




Summary of the activity and results obtained in the project in 2023

The research carried out in 2023 was primarily focused on disseminating the project
outcomes and ensuring knowledge transfer in the field of sustainable public procurement
within the Republic of Moldova. This will contribute to the shift in focus of public
procurement from the immediate economic advantages towards sustainability, which will
generate benefits not only for the authorities, but also for broader societal spectrum.
Sustainable public procurement can be transformed by public authorities, both central and
local, into a strategic lever to advance in the achievement of the Sustainable Development
Goals.

In order to achieve the first objective regarding the formulation of general conclusions
and recommendations regarding the share increase of sustainable procurement in the value of
public procurement at central and local level, Policy Proposals were developed regarding the
implementation of a strong and coherent legislative framework, which would promote
sustainable public procurement in all sectors and public institutions.

The achievement of the objective regarding the recommendation of instruments for
instituting sustainable public procurement system within local and central public authorities,
alongside private enterprises, are embodied in a set of proposals formulation for improving
the Government Decision Draft on sustainable public procurement published on 20.10.2023
and the creation a solid framework to encourage the contracting authorities/entities in adopting
the sustainability criteria during procurement process and materialized in the Concept
Proposal Note presented and published.

In order to distribute and facilitate the exchange of experience and information
regarding the increase in the share of sustainable procurement in the value of public
procurement at the central and local level in the Republic of Moldova, the 4th edition of the
Scientific-Practical Symposium with International Participation "Sustainable Public
Procurement: Challenges and Opportunities" was organized, at Moldova State University,
June 23-24, 2023. Another dissemination activity was the implementation of the research
results valorization Atelier organized in partnership with the Center for European Studies,
within the “Stefan cel Mare” University in Suceava, Romania.

The research results materialized through the publication of 10 scientific papers in
international scientific journals, including those indexed in international databases, 28
participations in national and international scientific events. Research results were presented
at competitions and exhibitions of products of scientific activity, obtaining 6 medals.

To raise awareness among the public and to encourage the joint actions of public
authorities, economic operators and contracting authorities concerning the advantages and
necessity of sustainable public procurement, 5 Infographics were developed, two press clubs
were organized.

At the concluding conference to consolidate the project outcomes, novel pathways for
advancing further research were delineated.
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
