Rezumatul activititii si a rezultatelor obtinute in proiect in anul 2024

In anul 2024 a fost realizatd etapa Identificarea si analiza publicdrii in edifii pseudostintifice de
tip prdddtor de cdtre cercetdtorii din Republica Moldova. In cadrul acesteia:

1. Au fost identificate si analizate detaliat publicatiile in editii pseudostiintifice de tip praditor
ale diferitor categorii de autori din Republica Moldova:

- ale executorilor celor 165 proiecte din Programul de stat 2020-2023, fiind stabilitd o listi a
acestor editii si particularitatile de publicare a acestui grup de cercetitori;

- ale candidatilor la tithuri stiintifice, stiintifico-didactice si la obtinerea dreptului de a conduce
doctorate, conform dosarelor de atestare depuse la ANACEC in a doua jumitate a anului 2024,
fiind stabilitd o list a acestor editii si particularitatile de publicare a acestui grup de cercetitori.

2. Au fost identificate si analizate detaliat publicatiile autorilor din R.Moldova, in dinamica:

- Intr-o editie pseudostiintificd de tip pradator clasici — ,,InterConf™;

- intr-o editie care aparent respecta standardele, dar este subiectul unor controverse — MDPI.

3. Au fost stabilite caracteristicile si tendintele de publicare a cercetitorilor-in astfel de editii,
inclusiv dupd domeniile stiintifice, institutiile afiliate, tipul de publicatie, limba de publicare si
alte criterii. Cercetdrile au aritat cd fenomenul publicarii in editii pseudostiintifice de tip
pradétor a patruns adanc in comunitatea academicd din Republica Moldova. Cele mai multe
publicatii de asa tip sunt in editii pseudostiintifice care opereazi in regiunea est-europeani, mai
des fiind editate de entitati din Ucraina si care percep taxe mici pentru publicare. In ultima
perioadd se constatd reducerea numérului lucrdrilor publicate in editii cu caracteristici evident
pradatoare si cresterea acestora in editii care respectd aparent cerintele, dar in realitate nu
efectueaza recenzarea manuscriselor sau o efectueazi formal. Publicarea in editii de tip pradator
afecteazd majoritatea domeniilor stiintifice si institutiilor, chiar daci amploarea este diferiti. Ea
este determinatd de nivelul redus al culturii publicarii stiintifice si de acceptarea unor astfel de
publicatii de catre institutiile care finanteazd si evalueazd proiectele de cercetare. Impactul
acestor publicatii este negativ atét prin cheltuirea unor sume de bani fard a putea beneficia din
urma lor, cat mai ales pentru dezvoltarea carierelor profesionale ale autorilor.

4. A fost elaborat un set de criterii si indicii pentru identificarea revistelor si conferintelor
pseudostiintifice, adaptat la contextul specific Republicii Moldova. Criteriile precizate pentru
identificarea editiilor pseudostiintifice au fost grupate in 12 tipuri majore, fiecare din ele
contindnd mai multe indicii privind caracterul pradator al acestora. Algoritmul elaborat de noi
include 19 pasi de identificare a editiilor pseudostiintifice de tip praditor si a celor suspecte.

5. Va fi organizat un webinar in a doua jumdtate a lunii decembrie, prin care se va urmiri
cresterea gradului de constientizare cu privire la riscurile publicarii in editii pseudostiintifice.

In realizarea proiectului se colaboreaza pe plan national cu IDSI si ANACEC, iar pe plan
international — in cadrul initiativei COARA, care este un instrument de implementare a
Acordului privind reformarea evaludrii cercetérii (document acceptat la nivelul UE).

Rezultatele obtinute se regasesc in 2 articole in reviste, 2 articole de popularizare a stiintei si in
postérile din retele de socializare, care sunt parte a planului de diseminare a rezultatelor.
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In 2024, the phase Identification and analysis of publication in predatory editions by scholars in
the Republic of Moldova was carried out. Within its framework:

1. Publications in predatory pseudo-scientific editions of different categories of authors from the
Republic of Moldova were identified and analyzed in detail:

- of the executors of the 165 projects of the State Program 2020-2023, and a list of these editions
and peculiarities of publication of this group of researchers was established;

- of the candidates for scientific, scientific-teaching titles and for obtaining the right to conduct
doctorates, according to the documents submitted to ANACEC in the second half of 2024, a list
of these editions and the publication particularities of this group of researchers being established.

2. The publications of Moldovan authors in dynamics were identified and analyzed in detail:
- in a pseudo-scientific edition of the classical predatory type - "InterConf™;
- in an edition that apparently complies with standards, but is subject to controversy - MDPL

3. The characteristics and publication trends of researchers in such editions were established,
including by scientific fields, affiliated institutions, type of publication, language of publication
and other criteria. The research showed that the phenomenon of predatory publishing has
penetrated deep into the academic community in the Republic of Moldova. Most publications of
this type are in pseudo-scientific editions operating in the Eastern European region, more often
edited by Ukrainian entities and charging low fees for publication. Recently, there has been a
decrease in the number of papers published in editions with obvious predatory characteristics
and an increase in those published in editions that ostensibly comply with the requirements, but
in reality do not review manuscripts or do so formally. Publishing in predatory editions affects
most scientific fields and institutions, although the extent varies. It is driven by the low level of
scientific publishing culture and the acceptance of such publications by institutions that fund and
evaluate research projects. The impact of these publications is negative, both in terms of
spending money without being able to benefit from them, and especially in terms of the
development of the authors' professional careers.

4. A set of criteria and indices for the identification of pseudoscientific journals and conferences
has been developed, adapted to the specific context of the Republic of Moldova. The specified
criteria for the identification of pseudoscientific journals were grouped into 12 major types, each
of them containing several clues as to their predatory character. The algorithm developed by us
includes 19 steps to identify predatory and suspicious editions.

5. A webinar will be organized in the second half of December to raise awareness about the risks
of predatory publishing.

In the realization of the project there is cooperation at national level with IDSI and ANACEC,
and at international level - within the COARA initiative, which is an instrument for the
implementation of the Agreement on Reforming Assessment. The obtained results are reflected
in 2 journal articles, 2 articles popularizing science and social media posts, which are part of the
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
